Balloons

Three giant helium balloons will tower over crowds this year, including the
parade’s penguin mascot, a playful puppy with a newspaper and a red nosed
reindeer.

Floats

The Parade’s eleven breathtaking floats are always an annual hit, and this
year will include the following: Carousel, Christmas Story, Clock Tower,
Elves and the Shoemaker, Gingerbread House, Jewelry Box Treasures,
Mountain Magic, The Nutcracker, Toy Box Friends and Santa Claus. The
sparkling Ship of Lights float will also light up the night, adorned entirely in
energy efficient LED lights.

Live Music and Performance

Eight of the best high school marching bands in the state will showcase their
talents and compete for honors in Humana’s street parade competition,
recognizing bands for both their holiday lighting presentation and music and
marching abilities.

Participating bands include Arapahoe High School Warrior Marching Band,
Denver Citywide Marching Band, Greeley High School Wildcat Marching
Band, Lakewood High School Bengal Regiment, Legacy High School
Lightning Marching Band, Littleton High School Lion Pride Marching Band,
Mountain Range High School Mustang Marching Band and Overland High
School Marching Trailblazers
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Colorado State University’s Marching Band, the first collegiate marching band to perform in
the Parade of Lights, will include 240 outstanding performers, the largest band to ever appear in
the parade.

This year’s INEWS Parade of Lights is proud to celebrate the cultural and ethnic diversity of the
region by featuring Colorado Mestizo Dancers, Denver Taiko, Grupo Folklorico Semblanza de
Mexico, and the Shaolin Hung Mei Kung Fu Association.

In addition, special performers will enliven the parade every step of the way, including
performances by Belliston Academy, Colorado Fire Tribe, Colorado School of Dance Gold Medal
Pom Team, and Revive Christian Dance Studio. Peak Academy of Dance and State of the Arts
Studio for Dance and the Performing Arts will also participate.

Colorado sports team mascots will get into the spirit of the season too! Join Rocky from the
Denver Nuggets, Dinger from the Colorado Rockies, Miles from the Denver Broncos, Bernie from
the Colorado Avalanche, Wooly from with Colorado Mammoth, Stix from the Denver Outlaws,
and the four Colorado Rapids mascots; Edson the Eagle, Marco Van Bison, Jorge el Mapache and
Franz the Fox, as they greet spectators along the parade route.

Some of our favorite animals will make an appearance in the Parade. New this year will be the
Samoyed Dogs from the Denver Samoyed Association. Returning to the parade to celebrate
Colorado’s western heritage will be the authentic Wells Fargo stagecoach and The Westernaires.

Also featured in the parade are the Black Hawk Fire Department, Denver Firefighters Local
858, the Denver Sheriff’s Honor Guard, and a giant video screen featuring images of
Downtown’s seasonal events and performances. With its cast of thousands, the 35th annual
